Allgood Road

The DOT has advised construction will
continue through the month of May.
Asphalt paving will begin in early June
and should finish up by the end of June.
The HOA Board will pressure wash the
fence along Allgood Road, when the
paving and striping are completed.

Clubhouse and Surrounding Area
Some improvements are in the process
or have been made to the clubhouse
and its surrounding area:

e Replace the pool's pumps and
motors

e New tables and umbrellas for the
pool

¢ Remove overgrown shrubs to add
additional concrete surface

e Fill cracks in concrete on pool deck

e Government safety modification
requirements have been completed

e Fresh paint on the clubhouse doors,
columns, tennis pavilion trim, pool
bathroom, pool gate and other metal
railings. Also caulking on the
clubhouse. [The clubhouse trim and
stucco is planned for paint maintenance
in 2012.]

e Replace rotted wood shutters with
PVC shutters on clubhouse

e Deep cleaning of tile and grout in
Clubhouse




e Replace broken irrigation heads
from construction on Allgood Road

e For playground: Add mulch and and
umbrella at picnic table, repair fence.
Replace cracked beam for swings, one
slide, rusted chains and faded swing
seats

ACC Design Requirements

The CGHOA Architectural Control
Committee (ACC) is responsible for
approving all exterior changes to your
home and or land with the exception of
those items specified in the current
Design Standards. All other projects
require a formal ACC Request and must
be submitted and approved before any

projects are to be started. The
neighborhood covenants allow up to 30
days to process your request. Please
plan accordingly. Our goal is to process
your request in under 15 days.

The ACC Design Standards can be
found in the community’s website
www.cameronglenhoa.com at the login
section. There you can also learn about
the ACC and the responsibilities they
are charged with through our CC&Rs.
The Design Standards detail what
changes to your home require prior ACC
Approval, and which do not. If in doubt
request approval.

The website also contains the request
forms you must submit to the ACC for
changing the paint color of your home or
replacing your roof. All other requests
won’t use these standard forms, but will
instead be handled via mail or email.

Barking Dogs
The Board has been receiving
complaints almost weekly regarding
dogs in the neighborhood barking for
extended periods of time and
not cleaning up after our dogs while
walking through the neighborhood.
Article VI 6.18 of our Covenants does
address this issue: No animal shall be
allowed to become a nuisance.

If the barking dog issue continues, you
can contact the following agencies:

Let's be considerate of our
neighbors regarding these issues.

Vacant Lot On Cameron Creek

A lot of you have expressed concerns
regarding the vacant lot where a home
burned last year. The Board has tried
numerous times to speak with the new
owner that lives out of state, without
success. We are now in communication
with our attorney regarding this matter.

We have contacted the utility companies
regarding safety issues. The gas
company has cut the gas line at the
street and removed gas meter. The
power company has cut power at the
main box.

Should the property not be maintained
by the owner, we will enforce the
Covenants and ACC standards.

Parking Cars on the Street

From the ACC Design Standards:
Adequate off-street parking is provided
at each residence. The designated
parking area at a home is within the
garage or driveway unless otherwise
approved by the ACC. Under no
circumstances will any car be allowed to
park across grass, sidewalk or the curb.
No parking on the street is allowed
except during special events.

As a subdivision, we limit visitor street
parking to 7 nights. Please be
considerate toward your neighbors as to
where you park your car on the street
(please  don't  block  mailboxes,

driveways or sidewalks). The clubhouse
parking lot is not a place to park your
excess vehicles. Section 6.14 of the
CC&Rs provides details on Parking
Restrictions.

Please be considerate of your
neighbors, visitors, and emergency
vehicles by ensuring the streets are kept
clear.

Rental Properties

It has come to the attention of the
Cameron  Glen/Park  Homeowners
Association that some properties are or
will be placed for lease. The
Declaration and Bylaws of the
Association contain provisions
concerning LEASES (ARTICLE XI).
Letters have been mailed to the current
rental property owners as well as
tenants concerning the leasing of
property provisions.

Should Residents or tenants need a
copy of the Declaration and Bylaws,
please inform the Board for the
Homeowners Association and a copy
will be provided to them.
